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ACTION POINTS ARISING FROM THE SIXTH MEETING
OF SIGNATORY STATES

The following action points have been extracted from the Report of the Sixth Meeting of the Signatory
States (Bangkok, Thailand, January 2012) and related meeting outputs. The activities have been divided
into three categories: (1) Implementation guidance / support; (2) Institutional; and (3) Administrative. In
each table (sorted by Action Theme and Lead Actor, respectively), the nature of the follow-up activity is
identified along with the actors to whom the activity is addressed.
